2. Serious Mental lliness (SMI) is defined as adults with any mental,
behavior, or emotional disorder that substantially interfered with or
limited one or more major life activities.

3. Substance Use Disorder (SUD): Individuals with alcohol or illicit drug
dependence or abuse are defined as having SUD. The questions used to
measure dependence and abuse are based on criteria in the fourth edition
of the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders (DSM-IV).
